CONDITIONS OF ELIGIBILITY and BASIS OF SELECTION

Any student in grades 6 - 12 who has attended First Presbyterian Day School for two consecutive years is
eligible to apply. The selection process will include a completed application by the student identifying
areas of service and leadership both at FPD and in the community. The characteristics of service,
leadership, character and academic scholarship are defined as follows:

a. Service (citizenship) - volunteers regularly, participates in the life of the school; is active in his
or her church
b. Leadership - evidences leadership in student government, club, team or other organization on
or off campus
c. Character - is a positive role model; represents his or her family, First Presbyterian Day School,
the community and our Lord Jesus Christ well
d. Academic Scholarship - has a minimum of a 3.0 GPA (at least two years prior to application);
achieves at or above level of ability; demonstrates an exemplary work ethic

A committee of faculty and administration will evaluate all applications and select recipients.

Applications may also be picked up from the Alumni office, Administration Building.
